Situation (English)

Because you are a political prisoner, you have been condemned to live on a desert island in the Pacific Ocean for life (you are 28 years old).  The island is 6,000 kilometers (4,000 miles) from inhabited land and the chances of your escape are practically nil because of strong ocean currents.  Fortunately, the island (whose dimensions are 3,000 square meters = 2.000 square miles) has a moderate climate: the temperature does not drop below 18 degrees C (65 degrees F) in winter and does not rise above 30 degrees C (85 degrees F) en summer.  The rainfall is moderate also: about 185 centimeters (75 inches) total precipitation each year.  Consequently, the island has lush vegetation and a large variety of animals.  Food, therefore, is not a problem.
Aside from that, your government has given you permission to bring ten objects to the island and has said that it will provide a portable solar generator, if you decide to bring electric appliances.  
There’s only one restriction:  you cannot bring anyone of the opposite sex nor can you bring a mode of transportation to the island (plane, boat, etc.)
