Activity:  Wooden Doll
Objectives:  Students will create a children’s doll using wooden kitchen utensils and left over household items.
Time:  One class period.

Groups:  Individual project
Opening Activity:  Reading from Laura Ingalls Wilder’s Little House in the Big Woods, in which Laura compares her doll, Susan, to her sister’s rag doll.  Also, section in which Laura receives her own rag doll for Christmas.  Wilder, L.I. Little House in the Big Woods. (1932) pp. 20, 74-76 New York: Harper Row.
Materials:  
· wooden spoon
· fabric scraps

· strung beads

· glue

· buttons

· markers

· yarn

· corn husks (optional)
Activity Description:  

· Individually, students will create a doll, using materials above.  Face may be drawn on or glued on using yarn and buttons, fabric scraps and beads may be used to dress doll.  Corn husks may be used to add depth and appendages to body of doll; hair may be yarn or husks.
